10.  The Forestry Commission reserves the right to 
search all persons and all personal property. 
11.  No access to children under 16 unless accompanied 
by a parent/guardian (16+). The Forestry Commission 
may refuse entry without valid proof of age.
12. The Forestry Commission will not be responsible for 
damage or injury caused or that caused by third parties or 
for loss of personal property on site or left in vehicles.

13. Any person who fails or refuses to comply with instructions from 
any steward or other persons acting for the Forestry Commission
may be removed from the venue and surrounding 
Forestry Commission land.
