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� Japanese larch affected in England, Wales, Scotland and

� Timing of foliar symptoms/sporulation on JL appears 
different from rhododendron

� Evidence suggests disease symptoms & most sporulation 
on needles occurs in autumn, but may also occur in spring

� Disease is at different stages in different parts of the 
country, so protection of more northerly larch is realistic

� Improved DNA diagnostics to rule in or rule out sites, 
particularly those at the margins

� Control of Rhododendron remains vital
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
