
 

 

 
 
Register of New Planting and Felling Applications - Updated Online Service 
 
From the end of September 2006, there are changes to the way you access the Forestry 
Commission new planting and felling register online information.   
 
The Forestry Commission is developing a new online grant application system (Grants and 
Licences - G&L- Online Service).  The new system will give more detailed information for 
consultees and for the public about applications ready for approval.  We will let consultees 
know of future enhancements to the system.

When you click on the Register link from any of the country pages, a map page will be 
displayed and you can select the area of interest to you by either clicking on the map itself 
or on the name of the region listed to the right of the map.  (See Screen 2)

When you click on an area of the map you will see a screen that lists the cases for that 
area at consultation (see Screen 3).  This screen is currently divided into 3 sections:  

• Search by Region/Conservancy (allows you to change the search results by 
selecting another Conservancy or find cases listed in Glade Public Register Search 
Results by a Local Authority area. 

• Glade Public Register Search Results (cases that have been input into our new 
G&L Online Service, i.e. English Woodland Grant Scheme (EWGS) and Better 
Woodlands for Wales (BWW)); and 

• WGS Public Register Search Results (cases input from our older systems).   

Eventually all cases will be listed under the Glade Public Register Search Results section.  
For Wales, all Glade Public Register Search Results cases will be listed under North Wales, 
including South Wales.  North and South Wales cases are listed separately under WGS 
Public Register Search Results.  You are advised to check both results sections because a 
number of types of application will continue to appear on both lists until the G&L Online 
Service is fully functional. 

 

 



 

 

 

Online help is available - just click the help icon.

NB: The Help facility has a separate web address.  Therefore, you are advised not to use 
the Back button after you close Help to return to the list of cases on the register search 
results page as this will send you back to Help.  If you need to use "Back", click on the 
drop-down arrow to the right of the Back button (see Screen 3a) and select the page you 
wish to go back to.

Search for a case 
The search facility is slightly different for each section:   

• The Glade Public Register Search Results section may display several pages of 
information.  The head of the section will show how many cases are on the register 
and you can click on the page number link or the Next/Last links to navigate 
through the pages.   Clicking the column headers allows you to sort the information 
into your order of preference. (see Screen 4) 
 
To refine your search, you can choose a Local Authority area from the drop-down 
list in the Search by Region/Conservancy section of the screen, then click the 
Search button.  The screen will then display only cases for that region.   
 
You can select another Conservancy area from the Search by 
Region/Conservancy section of the screen - select the Conservancy from the 
drop-down list, then click the Search button.   

• The WGS Public Register Search Results section will also display several pages 
of information.  You can navigate through the pages and order the columns as with 
the Glade Public Register Search Results. (see Screen 4) 
 
You can select another Conservancy area from the Search by 
Region/Conservancy section of the screen - select the Conservancy from the 
drop-down list, then click the Search button.  Please note the Local Authority 
selection list is NOT available for the WGS Public Register Search Results section.

Viewing case details 
You can see details of each case by clicking on the Case reference number link. The WGS 
Public Register Search Results section will continue to display basic information about the 
location and area of an application and link to a map through the Case reference number.  
If you need further information about cases listed in this section, please contact the FC 
Wales Conservancy office.  

Cases entered into the Glade Public Register Search Results section allow you to view 
a case summary (see Screen 5) and a more comprehensive report about the application, 
which also includes a detailed map.

You will need Adobe Acrobat Reader 6.0™ or above to view the case information report. 

Commenting on an application 
Statutory consultees will continue to be formally consulted by the Forestry Commission 
Wales Conservancies and should to send their comments back in writing or by e-mail.   
We are piloting the facility to submit comments through G&L Online for cases listed in the 
Glade Public Register Search Results section.  We will let statutory consultees know 
when they can start submitting comments online.   
 
For FC Wales Better Woodlands for Wales cases at management plan status, please use the 
comment button and submit your comments online. 
To use this online service, click on the Submit comment button on the Case Summary 
screen (see Screen 5 above).  This opens the Submit Comment screen (See Screen 6) 
where you can input your personal details and type in your comments on any aspect of the 
application.  Please note that this field is limited to 2000 characters.
