One of the desired outcomes of the Strategy is that more people live healthier lives as a result of
their use and enjoyment of woodlands. This indicator looks at the use of woodlands for passive
and active recreation, analysed by geographic area and demographic variables.

Types of activities undertaken in woodlands

The Wales Outdoor Recreation Survey was first run in 2008, to be repeated every three years. The
2008 data therefore forms a baseline. It found that woodland was visited in over a third of outdoor
recreation visits taken by adults resident in Wales. Woodland was the main place visited in 14% of
visits.

When woodland visits were compared to all visits to the outdoors there were several statistically
significant differences:

¢ Woodland visits more likely to be for health and exercise, for wildlife watching, or for dog
walking than other visits to the outdoors.

e Woodland appealed for a wider range of activities.

® Note that in 2009, the question on visiting woodlands was only asked to those who responded that they had access to woodland without the
use of a car or other transport (82% of all respondents), whereas the question had been asked of all respondents in previous surveys. Also, the
"unemployed" category in the 2009 survey was "not working" - a broader category, including e.g. retired people as well as those who were
unemployed.
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¢ People who visited woodland were more likely to be classified as frequent visitors to the
outdoors (21+ visits in the last 4 weeks). This was particularly likely to be the case amongst
those who undertook dog walking during their most recent woodland visit.

¢ Fewer woodland visits were made by retired people than expected.

¢ The survey also found that almost three quarters of all off road cycling and mountain biking
visits taken by adults in Wales (72%) included time spent in woodland.

¢ There has been a clear increase in the percentage of adults visiting woodlands over the past
few years, and this increase is also apparent across the groups that are underrepresented
amongst woodland visitors: those aged over 55, unemployed, C2DE, those with a disability
and those in The Valleys.

¢ There have been particular increases in those visiting woodlands in and around towns,
and those visiting for the purposes of health and exercise.
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12. Accessibility

Relevance

One of the desired outcomes of the Strategy is that more people live healthier lives as a result of
their use and enjoyment of woodlands, and one of the goals is to encourage the development and
promotion of woodland access throughout Wales with suitable infrastructure and well managed
woodlands which feel safe and welcoming. This indicator looks at the availability of woodlands
with public access, and can be analysed by geographic area.

¢ The availability of woodlands with public access has increased slightly since 2004, including
in areas of highest health deprivation (where public access was already higher than average).
However, providing greater public access is only part of the provision of more accessible
woodlands - the latter depending also on the provision of safe and welcoming sites with
appropriate facilities, good transport links and sources of information for would-be visitors.
In future this indicator will also report these aspects.
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13. Local enterprises

Relevance

One of the desired outcomes of the strategy are that more people benefit from woodland related
enterprises, and one of the goals is that more people operate businesses, develop skills and create
jobs in enterprises associated with woodland and timber. This indicator uses data from the Office
of National Statistics and the triennial Forestry Commission survey of woodland enterprises in
Wales to monitor:

¢ Number of woodland-related enterprises in Wales including both VAT-registered and non-VAT
registered businesses.
e Approximate employment by these enterprises.

¢ Trends in how these enterprises are using woodlands as a basis for their business.

Key points

e ABI data from 1999 onwards show that the number of businesses in these subsectors has risen
(1,700 in 1999 to0 1,200 in 2008) while employment has fallen (11,300 in 1999 to 9,500 in 2008).

¢ There has been an increase in the number of secondary processing businesses but a decline
in the number of forestry, primary processing and pulp/paper manufacturing businesses.

e Employment in the manufacture of pulp, paper and paper products sector has declined
significantly. Trends in employment in other subsectors are not yet clear.

Notes

¢ Data from the Annual Business Inquiry (ABI) is based on the Inter Departmental Business
Register. The IDBR misses some very small businesses operating without VAT or PAYE schemes
(self employed and those with low turnover and without employees). The SIC classifications used
in the ABI do not allow estimates of woodland-based recreation businesses.

¢ Note that the ABI figures are based on a sample, and therefore are subject to sampling errors.

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14. Use of Welsh wood

Relevance

One of the desired outcomes of the strategy is that more welsh-grown timber is used in Wales.
Delivery of this outcome will also help with another - that Welsh woodlands contribute to reducing
the carbon footprint of Wales. This indicator monitors the proportion of available wood that is
harvested, and proportion processed in Wales to gain added value. The desired trends are that:

¢ Total harvest to availability ratio increases, but primarily through the increased harvest of
hardwood.

¢ Softwood harvest to availability ratio is kept below 86% on 10-yr average and annually within
the range 77%-98%.

e The proportion of Welsh wood processed in Wales increases.

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Key points

e The proportion of available softwood that is harvested remains at acceptable levels. However
the proportion of available hardwood that is harvested in Wales remains very low. The total
harvest/availability ratio in Wales in 2009 was similar to that in 2000 (70%).

e The proportion of sawlogs harvested in Wales that are processed in Welsh sawmills remains
fairly steady at around 70%.

e New data for 2010 shows that most (>80%) primary processing businesses (including woodfuel
businesses) source most of their timber from Wales. However, less than 40% of the volume of
timber consumed by these businesses comes from Wales - this is because there are a few big
businesses (consuming 10,000 to >100,000 tonnes p.a.) who mainly source from the rest of the
UK or abroad.

e Over a third of secondary processing businesses (those that make end-products from wood)
sourced most of their inputs from Wales, but most of these are small (consuming <1,000 tonnes
p.a.). Most of the larger businesses source from abroad.

¢ The Manufacture of pulp, paper and paper products sector has been in decline since 2002,
as is the case in other UK countries.

e The apparent consumption of wood in the UK has fallen dramatically since 2007 - this has
resulted in the reduction of imports. The consumption of UK-produced timber has remained
steady.

e Demand for fibreboard, sawnwood and particle board fell dramatically between 2007 and
2008 but has since stabilised. Demand for graphic paper fell dramatically between 2008 and
2009, while the demand for sanitary goods increased.
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(b) Expectations for next 3 years (2010-2013) - business survival and turnover
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(c) Obstacles identified by enterprises

For timber-related businesses, the major obstacles to business identified in the survey were rising
costs of equipment, timber and fuel (15% of enterprises); the economic climate (15%); and a lack of
demand for their product (7%). 4% of enterprises said that a lack of imber was a major obstacle.

For woodland recreation enterprises, the major obstacles to business identified in the survey were
the economic climate (22% of enterprises), follow by a lack of finance, grants or loans (11%). 5%
said that the lack of access to woodland was an obstacle.

Key points

e OQver the last 3 years, roughly one third of businesses have seen turnover decrease, and roughly
one third have seen turnover increase — worse than the 2004-2007 period, but not as bad as
the 2001-2004 period. Enterprises connected to Welsh woodlands (Forestry, logging and related
services; primary processors and woodland recreation enterprises) have fared the best,
while timber merchants and secondary processors have tended to suffer more. Despite this,
employment in all subsectors has remained relatively static.

e The maijority of enterprises are confident in the future of their business, mostly due to the
fact that they are “established businesses” and have “survived the recession”. Primary and
secondary processors and woodland recreation enterprises are particularly confident.
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18. Woodland habitats and ancient trees

This indicator tracks the area and condition of native woodland in Wales, and the condition of
woodland on designated or ancient sites. Relevant desired outcomes of the strategy are:

¢ Woodland biodiversity is supported and native woodland is in favourable management.
e Woodlands and trees of special conservation value are in favourable management.
¢ Woodland management achieves high standards of environmental stewardship.

The desired trends for this indicator are therefore:

e Increasing area of native woodland.

¢ Increasing area of native woodland.

¢ Improving condition of native woodland.

¢ Improving condition of woodland on designated sites.

e Increasing area of Planted Ancient Woodland Sites that has been restored or is under restoration.

a) Area of native woodland creation and area of restored PAWS

In 1997, there were 109,500 ha of native woodland in Wales1. However, no update will be available
until 2014.

In the next report (September 30th 2011) we will report here on the area of native woodland created
either through new planting or conversion of conifer to native woodland (including areas of PAWS
restoration) since 2000.

e Data on new planting and the conversion of conifer to native woodland is incomplete, awaiting further
figures for the AGWE on PAWS conversion via thinning and the conversion of non-ancient conifer to
native woodland. These figures will be published in September 2011.

e Data on woodland condition will not be updated until 2014. However the baseline currently highlights
that deadwood volume is well below the desired level, and that the condition of woodlands on
designated sites is largely unfavourable.

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19. Woodland species

Relevance

This indicator tracks the population trends of woodland-related species listed in Section 42

of the Natural Environment & Rural Communities Act 2006: Species of principal importance for
conservation of biological Diversity in Wales. It also examines the population trends of widespread
woodland birds.

One of the desired outcomes of the strategy is that “Woodland biodiversity is supported and native
woodland is in favourable management”. The desired trend in this indicator therefore is that fewer
species have declining populations, and more species have increasing populations.

Data

(a) Population trends of species of principal importance

Work by Forestry Commission Wales has identified from 210 species from the 542 species in the
Section 42 list that rely wholly or partly on woodland habitats, or that could potentially be affected
by forestry operations. Twenty-six of these are regarded as being particularly high priority. The
population trends of these species are reported through the UK Biodiversity Action Plan Reporting
Rounds. Four rounds have taken place so far (1999, 2002, 2005 and 2008).

Population trends of (i) all 210 species and (ii) the 26 high priority species:
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Source: State of the Environment Reporting (using data from the Breeding Bird Survey by the British Trust for Ornithology and the
Royal Society for the Protection of Birds).

Key points

¢ The population trends of the majority of woodland species of conservation concern are still
unknown (179/213 and 16/26). Where population trends have been reported, species status
has largely remained unchanged over the period 1999-2008: 10 have remained stable; 4 have
remained increasing, 7 have remained declining. The exceptions are as follows:

- In two species, population declines have reportedly been stabilised (Red Squirrel
(high priority) and Floating Water Plantain (medium priority).

- In three species population declines are reportedly slowing (Pearl-bordered Fritillary
(high priority); Great Crested Newt (medium); Juniper (low priority).

— Population increase has reportedly stabilised for Black Grouse (high priority).
¢ No trend is apparent from the index of woodland bird species 1994-2009.

Note

¢ The Welsh Assembly Government’s wild bird index, based on the annual Breeding Bird Survey,
tracks the populations of 26 woodland birds. No clear trend is apparent - abundance has
fluctuated widely over the last few years, and increases of some species are balanced by the
declines of others. At the start of the British Bird Survey in 1994, populations of some woodland
bird species had already shown steep declines in abundance at the UK-level and Wales-level
over the previous 25 years. Between 1968-1972 and 1988-1991 the ranges of 10 woodland bird
species contracted, while those of 4 species increased and 23 species remained stable. Hence,
short-term trends should always be interpreted with reference to this historic context.

20. Connectivity

Relevance

One of the goals of the strategy is to protect the structure and functioning of woodland habitat
networks and, where necessary, to reverse the fragmentation of semi-natural habitats. This
indicator monitors area and type of woodland in key woodland network zones, and the types
and area of activity funded under the BWW grant scheme.

Key points

¢ The woodland key network zones in Wales are currently under revision, using newly available
information from the National Forest Inventory and the Ancient Woodland Inventory 2010
(due for publication during 2011).

¢ In the next edition of this report we will publish data on the area of woodland by type, the
area under sustainable management, and the area of new woodland creation in these in key
network zones.
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21. Woodlands as a pressure on water

Relevance

One of the desired outcomes of the strategy is that new and existing woodlands contribute to
water and soil management, through reducing any detrimental impact of woodland cover on water
quality.

Data

This indicator is under development. Progress has been made by a team from Forestry Commission
Wales and the Environment Agency on identifying water bodies that are at risk due to issues
attributable to forestry. The team has agreed a methodology to improve and revise the way we
identify key areas where forestry must be carefully managed to minimise the risk of exacerbating
acidification of water bodies. We will then be able to monitor the extent, type and management of
the woodlands within these zones, and to monitor the water quality downstream.

Key points

e Further progress on the development of this indicator is expected in 2011/12. Once key areas are
identified we will be able to determine a 1997 baseline, and give updates for 2006.

22. Woodlands as a solution for water
management

Relevance

One of the desired outcomes of the strategy is that new and existing woodlands contribute to
water and soil management, through reducing diffuse pollution and soil erosion, and through
helping to reduce flood risk. The desired trends are to see:

¢ Increased area of riparian zones with appropriate woodland cover.

¢ Increased appropriate woodland cover within identified priority zones for flood risk alleviation.

Data

This indicator is under development. Progress has been made by a team from Forestry Commission
Wales and the Environment Agency on identifying targeted river catchment actions for forestry, new
trees and woodland creation as positive land management measures.

Key points

e Further progress on the development of this indicator is expected in 2011/12. We will be able to
determine a 1997 baseline, and give updates for 2006.
