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INTRODUCTION

Method
The information presented in this report was obtained as part of RSGB's General Omnibus Survey for March 1997 Appendix 1

contains a copy of the questionnaire.

Sample ,
The survey was based on a representative sample of 2000 adults, ie. males and females aged 16 or more. They were selected from a

minimum of 130 sampling points - see Appendix 3 - by a random location method, which is described in Appendix 2.

Fieldwork :
Respondents were interviewed at home by interviewers organised by SFR's Regional Managers according to RSGB's detailed
instructions about the survey and administration procedures. The back checking procedures which were carried out met the

requirements of the Market Research Society Interviewer Quality Control Scheme (IQCS).

The interviews took place during the periods 12 - 16 March 1997.

Data Processing
After coding and editing the data, weights were used to allow for sampling variation. The weighting matrix is shown at the end of

the tables, before Appendix 1.
