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1)  Looking south west along the B rd from Armathwa ite to Low Hesket   

The first view of High Stand for visitors travelling from Armathwaite toward Low Hesket. The 
woodland presents as a fringe of broadleaves with conifers in the background.  
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The gap created by the storm 
of January 2005 
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2)  Looking north from the B rd Armathwaite to Cote hill 

This view of High Stand with Blackmoss Pool to the far left of the image shows the windblow 
inflicted by the storm of January 2005. The remaining larch is exposed & unstable.  

Mature, exposed & unstable larch 
would benefit from felling. The area 
would be replanted with a mixture of 

larch & Douglas fir 
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3)  Looking north from Priory Farm  

This view is from further afield. The exposed & unstable larch can be seen to the left 
of the image. The remainder of the woodland is not out of place in its setting.  
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High Stand swathed across the 
top of the gently sloping hill.  
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4)  Looking north east from Stand End 

From this view the broadleaved edge of the woodland fits comfortably into the 
surrounding landscape of hedges & pasture. 

Woodland edge mimics the 
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Views to the east & south east as shown by the first image in this gallery also support High 
Stand’s minimal visual impact in the wider landscape. The presence of broadleaves & larch are 
a positive feature in helping the woodland fit into the wider landscape of pasture, hedgerows & 
small fragmented broadleaved & conifer woodlands.

6) Looking south west from Scarrowhill. 
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This view also further afield from the opposite bank of the River Eden 
demonstrates that High Stand is not out of place and that the visual 
connection with other woody habitats is maintained from all viewpoints.
