The importance of structural 
& species diversity to create 
a visually pleasing effect can 
be clearly seen in this area 
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1)  Looking west from Dodd Wood Tea Room Car Park on t he A596  

This view of Wythop illustrates how the forest swathes the lower eastern facing slopes above 
Bassenthwaite Lake & along its entire length. The image demonstrates how visible Wythop is 
in the wider landscape & therefore the importance of the landscape design. 

Earlier reshaping of coupes 
has also assisted in creating 

structural diversity

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2)  Looking west from Ravenstone lay-by along the A5 96 

From this view of Wythop the organic coupe shapes following slopes & contours can be clearly 
seen. Boundaries between coupes & species will become less obvious through continuous 
cover management systems which aims to increase structural & species diversity.  

This clearfell area will be left to 
regenerate aiming for a more 

natural forest edge which grades 
into the surrounding fellside.

From this viewpoint it is possible to see how the land acquisition & subsequent planting has 
removed the harsh geometric boundary that formerly ran abruptly down the gillside. 
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The clearfell coupe shape which 
extend over the summit of the 

knoll has been carefully planned to 
ensure the remaining upper forest 
boundary follows the line of slope 
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4)  Looking north east from Sale Fell 

From this view the conifers are obvious but not out of place in the wider 
landscape. This is helped by the presence of scattered broadleaves.

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Opportunities exist at the time of felling 
& restocking to break up the harsh 

conifer boundary with open space &

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This view is the one seen by the many walkers who frequent the network of paths across 
Sale Fell & Broom Fell. The harsh conifer boundary is best softened by the presence of 
broadleaves, which will be encouraged at felling & restocking 

5)  Looking north east from Lothwaite Side 
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Broadleaves soften the 
conifer boundary of the forest
